Appointed to acting positions were president Alice Kiewit and Amy Mitsuda, who 
served as treasurer and secretary. Through their capable efforts, HMTA received its charter from 
MTNA in September 1968 and became the 49th state affiliate. Since its founding, HMTA has 
endeavored to fulfill the purposes stated in its constitution.

HMTA provides opportunities such as competitions, masterclasses, workshops and recitals for 
students and members. In 2001, 2002, 2004, 2006 and 2010, HMTA presented multi-piano 
concerts entitled "Pianomania." Over 350 students from Oahu, Hawaiʻi Island, and Kauaʻi 
performed in each of these concerts. In 2019, HMTA rebranded its website and programming, 
launching members recitals and the Hawaiʻi State Music Competition. 2020 and 2021 went 
virtual due to the Covid-19 pandemic. HMTA is proud to launch it’s first live competition after 
three years.
